OPEN-ENDED COMMENTS

At the end of the survey, students were asked for additional comments and “What is the ONE
thing that you especially want the administration of AISD to know?” Of the 441 respondents, 37%
provided comments that could be categorized as either positive or critical feedback, and
subcaggorized according to emerging themes.
PoOsSITIVE FEEDBACK

Thirty-three percent of the seniors’ comments were categorized as positive feedback, and
three major themes emergedhool pride and accomplishment (44%), helpful teachers (35%), and
helpful colleg and career preparation (19%)
