Research indicates that school climate can either be a positive influence on students' learning environment,
or can serve as a significant barrier to students' learning (Voight, Austin & Hanson, 2013). Indeed, after
controlling for the influence of economic disadvantage, students' 2011-2012 positive ratings of student
engagement, academic self-confidence, and teacher expectations were related to their 2011-2012
performance in math and positive behavioral environment ratings were related to their 2011-2012
performance in reading.*

The following tables show the total number of surveys students at Bowie returned in 2012-2013 (Table 1),
the response rate by grade (Table 2), and the distribution of responses by race/ethnicity compared with
the population (Table 3) for students at Bowie.

The "ethnicity/race" designations allow students to first choose
their ethnicity (Hispanic/Latino or non-Hispanic/Latino) and then choose one or more of five race values.
