Where 

available, data are presented 

from previous senior classes to 

compare with previous years’ 

responses. This year, 502 Bowie 

students in the Class of 2014 

completed the survey, for an 

overall response rate of 78.7%.  

The overall response rate for the 

District was 92% (N = 3874). The 

district-level Class of 2014 High 

School Exit Survey Report is 

available online.

 The purpose of this survey was to monitor high school students’ 

perceptions of their high school experience. Results are used to 

improve the campus environment and program supports for 

students. Survey results also are used in the monitoring of the 

district’s strategic plan Goal 3: All students will graduate ready for 

college, career, and life in a globally competitive economy. The report 

is organized into the following categories: postsecondary 

aspirations, parental engagement, and support; persistence and 

motivation; extracurricular activities; work and study time; 

instructional quality; technology access and use; postsecondary 

preparation and advising; applications to postsecondary institutions; 

postsecondary financial literacy; acronym key; and references.
