When it is not feasible to survey artiem population, samples are used instead. However, when a sample
is used to make inferences about a population the results must be interpreted with caution. For example,
although 87% of a sample may select a particular survey response, this doessegdmiganean 87% of
the entire population feels the same way. To interpret the sample data cautiously, we have used the
following information to construct an interval that describes the range within which the result for your
campus population is likelytfall:

¥ Population size: In this case, the number of students at your campus.

¥ Sample size: In this case, the number of survey respondents from your campus.

% Desired level of confidence: In this case, 95%.
The 95% confidence interval is commonly usedidating that you can be 95% confident that the true
population result will fall within the constructed interval.

How should Confidence Intervals be used to interpret your campus data?
