
 

Introduction to Results for the Class of 2013 

The purpose of this survey is to monitor high school students’ 
perceptions of their high school experience. Results are used to 
improve the campus environment and program supports for 
students. Survey results also are used in the monitoring of the 
districts’ strategic plan Goal 3, which includes the measures of 
student self-confidence and attitudes toward school, work, and 
success. Seniors’ responses to the multiple choice questions are 
organized into the following categories: postsecondary intentions 
and family support, high school experiences and campus climate, 
instruction and technology, postsecondary preparation and advising, 
and additional results.
