O Henry's lowest score on the 2010-2011 
Student Climate Survey was for student 
engagement. This subscale measures the 
extent to which students enjoy their 
schoolwork and learning. We encourage 
your campus to improve the ways in which 
teachers provide instruction that is 
relevant and engaging for students.

Figure 1 depicts O Henry's average student climate survey ratings for 2010-2011, compared with average ratings 

across all Middle Schools in 2010-2011.  Scores over 3.0 are desirable, as indicated by the green line. Please note 

the green and red text boxes that highlight the specific area in which O Henry most excels, as well as the area in 

which O Henry can improve most.

Subscale comparisons across years are no longer available due to the addition of items 29 and 30, which are 
from the Control subscale of the Tripod survey.  The Tripod survey was developed by Ron Ferguson and has 
been administered to schools across the country over the last decade. The Tripod survey was used in the Gates 
Foundation's Measures of Effective Teaching (MET) Project. The survey is designed to assess the degree to 
which students agree with a variety of statements designed to measure the following dimensions: caring, 
captivating, conferring, controlling, clarifying, challenging, and consolodating. For more information, please 
visit: http://www.metproject.org/partners#cambridge.
