The following report contains the results of the 2010-2011 Parent Survey for Austin 

Independent School District (AISD); longitudinal data are provided where applicable.

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New Federal Standards for Collecting and 
Reporting Ethnicity and Race

Starting in 2010-2011, districts were required 

to report race and ethnicity using revised 

standards.
