2009-2010 AISD Student Climate Survey



In Spring 2010, 128 students returned surveys for St. EImo, representing 92% of eligible
students from St. EImo (compared to the district Elementary School response rate, 87%). The
table below shows the total number and percentage of students surveyed from each eligible grade
at St. Elmo in 2009-2010.
